                     Guidelines For Regional Governors

1. To communicate with individual members for input or to attempt to handle membership problems or misunderstandings at a local level.

2. To advise members of any changes in BCOA policy.

3. Each region should host a BCOA Trophy Supported Entry show (TSE) each year when possible.

4. To encourage members to organize and hold BCOA TSE in your region.

5. To attend BCOA TSE shows and sponsored events within your region whenever possible.

6. To write a brief report on activities related to BCOA in their region to be published in the minutes and on the BCOA web site.

7. To always try to have membership applications and sponsor forms for anyone interested in applying for membership.

8. To contact members who are about to lapse membership dues and remind them to pay.  (This information will be sent to the governors by the treasurer.)

9. The regional governor is expected to hold a BCOA Regional Meeting at least once during the year, in an area where as many members as possible may have the opportunity to attend.

10. All BOCA-related regional information should be on BCOA stationery.  Stationery may be requested from the corresponding secretary.

11. All mailings to the members residing in each region are at the expense of the regional governor, not BCOA.

12. This list shall be ongoing, for future governors and board members may add to this list as necessary.
